Zero and span
adjustments allow setting the 4 mA position within the first 30% of total travel and set-
ting the 20 mA position within 80% to 100% of total travel. The devices may be powered
by a supply voltage in the range of 9 to 35 VDC and with a total loop resistance per the graph below.
